1.  Welcome back to a new term of school! | hope that you have had a restful holiday
period.

Health Matters

2. Temperature-taking Exercise. The next temperature-taking exercise will be held on
28 June, Thursday. This is to ensure that we are prepared for any health emergencies
that occur. As part of being a socially responsible member of our community, every
pupil is required to bring a working thermometer to school on 28 June for the

temperature taking exercise.

3. Travel Declaration. To ensure the well-being of our students, we would like to seek
your help to inform us if your child had travelled overseas and have returned from a
country with a history of flu outbreak (especially those who have been unwell with
flu-like symptoms). Please make the travel declaration at our school’s website by 29
June, Friday. This is to facilitate contact tracing in the event of an outbreak of any
transmittable illnesses.

Road Safety Matters

4.  As part of SPF/MOE/LTA’s continuous efforts in enhancing road safety for students, in
addition to the existing School Zone road safety features, a new traffic sign “40km/h
When Lights Flash” has been installed along Hougang Ave 8, about 20 metres before
the school main gate. The sign is to remind and alert motorists to drive carefully and
reduce their travelling speeds to 40 km/h when they enter a School Zone. The
operating hours of the “40 km/h When Lights Flash” sign (excluding school holidays)
are 6.30am to 7.45am and 12pm to 2.30pm. Motorists who are caught committing
the offences of inconsiderate driving, beating the red lights, or speeding within school
zones will be given additional demerit points.



We continue to seek your cooperation to prevent an accident from happening at the
front gate when dropping off or picking up your son/ward. As cars are turning in from
the opposite side of the road, and there is fairly heavy traffic moving along Hougang
Ave 8, the stoppage at the front gate is a safety concern. We need your cooperation
to ensure the safety of your sons and urge you to drop off your sons/wards at the HDB
car park next to the side gate.

Please note that there is no U-turn in front of the school gate from 6.30—-7.45am from
Mondays to Fridays. This is sanctioned by the traffic police and violation of this may
result in an action taken by Traffic Police.

For parents whose children are taking the school bus, please be informed that it is a
requirement that all children wear seat belts when in the school bus. We seek your
help in reminding your children on the importance of wearing their seat belts and
remaining seated at all times while in the school bus. This is to ensure their safety at
all times. Repeated failure to wear the seat belts may result in the bus company
taking action against your child and preventing him from using the school bus services.
